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INTRODUCTION 

Pour la troisifeme ann€e cons6cutive, une simulation 
de classement des collections de la Maison de 1'Orient 
M6diterran6en a 6t6 r6alis6e, de juin k septembre 1990. En 
effet, apr&s Frangoise Latta, qui a effectu£ ce travail avec 
les "Macl6s" en 1988, et Vincent Hachard avec la classification 
d6cimale de Dewey en 1989, nous avons chargie de tester la 
Library of Congress Classification. II faut souligner 1'enjeu 
politique que reprSsente le choix d'une classification. 
Arrivant en troisi&me position, ce rapport de stage doit 
constituer un outil de r6flexion, devant aider au choix de la 
politique de la biblioth&que de la Maison de 11Orient. 

Nous ne pr^sentons pas de nouveau ici la Maison de 
11Orient M6diterran6en, ni 1'organisation actuelle de ses 
biblioth&ques, ceci ayant 6t€ fait de mani&re exhaustive dans 
les deux rapports pr6c6dents. On trouve dgalement beaucoup 
d1informations dans la plaquette de prdsentation de la Maison 
de 1'Orient et dans le rapport scientifique 1988-1989 de cette 
derni&re. 

Nous rappelons simplement qu'il y a actuellement sept 
biblioth&ques h. la Maison de 11 Orient, ayant chacune un syst&me 
de classement sp^cifique. Cependant, un projet de construction 
d'un nouveau batiment pour la Maison de 1'Orient, permettant de 
regrouper les biblioth&ques, est d. 1' Stude et sur le point 
d1aboutir aujourd'hui. Les trois stages avaient 6t6 demand6s 
dans cette perspective. Un autre projet est Sgalement en oeuvre 
depuis peu : la Maison de 11Orient M6diterran6en sera peut-etre 
le "pole arch6ologique" de la future Biblioth&que de France. La 
n6cessit6 d'un classement commun pour tous les fonds de la 
Maison de 1'Orient (50000 volumes environ actuellement) pour un 
projet d'une telle envergure apparait clairement. 

Trois enjeux se dessinent donc dans le choix de la 
classification h. adopter : 

* un enjeu intellectuel : il est indispensable que la 
classification garantisse la coh£rence de 1'ensemble des 
collections; 

* un enjeu "marketing" : en effet, si l'on veut 
attirer un public Stranger de plus en plus nombreux, 
1*universalit§ d'une classification comme celle de la Library 
of Congress est un argument important; 

* un enjeu dconomique enfin, qui est loin d1§tre le 
dernier ! En effet, 1'adoption s'un syst&me comme la Library of 
Congress Classification (LCC) permettrait 1' adh^sion h. un 
r6seau de catalogage partagd comme 11Online Computer Library 
Center (OCLC), car les indices de la LCC sont mentionn£s sur 
les notices de 1'0CLC. Premier rdseau mondial de notices 
bibliographiques, le rdseau am^ricain 0CLC (n6 en 1967) s1 est 
implant6 en Europe en 1981. C'est une association h. but non 
lucratif qui regroupe 8000 biblioth&ques. C'est 6galement un 
"r6servoir bibliographique" qui contient 18 millions de notices 
et qui s1accroit au rythme d'un million de notices par an. Une 
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biblioth£que adh6rente de 1'OCLC peut 6galement utiliser la 
base pour le Pr§t Entre Biblioth&ques, ainsi que pour la 
gestion des acquisitions. En raison de son importance, la base 
fait fonction aussi de service de rSfirence bibliographique 
pour les ouvrages. Le programme MICROCON permet de r6cup6rer 
des notices OCLC en diff6r6, ce qui est int£ressant pour la 
reprise d'un fonds r£trospectif. Or, aujourd'hui, le retard 
accumuld en mati&re de saisie des fonds de la Maison de 
11Orient est tel que la r£cup£ration de notices semble §tre une 
bonne solution, aussi bien pour le catalogage r^trospectif que 
courant. L'adh£sion h. 1'OCLC permettrait de r^aliser de 
substantielles £conomies de catalogage et d1indexation, ce qui 
serait certainement appr6ci6 car les bibliothfeques de la Maison 
de 1'Orient manquent actuellement de personnel. D1autre part, 
la saisie informatique des fichiers manuels, outre qu1elle 
accroit consid£rablement 11efficacitd du service rendu par la 
biblioth&que, prdsente aussi 1'avantage de lib6rer la place 
qu1occupaient ces fichiers manuels. Celle-ci pourra §tre 
utilisde pour le rangement des collections en attendant la 
construction du nouveau batiment. 

Toutefois, une adh£sion h. 1'OCLC sera-t-elle 
"rentable" pour la Maison de 1'Orient, vue la nature de ses 
fonds ? C'est & cette question que devrait rdpondre un test de 
r§cup6ration de notices demand6 h. 1'OCLC (sur 100 notices). 



LA "LIBRARY OF CONGRESS CLASSIFICATION" (LCC). 

I. Rappel historique. 

La classification de la Library of Congress a 6t6 
cr66e en 1897 lorsque le fonds de la Biblioth&que du Congrfes -
se montant alors & un million d1ouvrages - a transf6r6 dans 
des locaux neufs. Cette nouvelle classification s1inspire du 
sch6ma de Cutter (1893), mais celui-ci a 6t6 adapt£ au fonds 
propre de la Library of Congress. La configuration g£n£rale est 
ainsi bas6e sur le contenu de la Biblioth&que du Congrfes. 

II. Conception. 

Contrairement aux autres grands mod&les 
encyclopSdiques, la LCC ne prdtend pas h. une organisation 
syst6matique du monde du savoir, mais seulement h un classement 
pratique des ouvrages de la Biblioth&que du Congr&s. C'est donc 
un schdma classificatoire des livres selon leur contenu, plutot 
que des sujets potentiels d'une biblioth&que. 

L'empirisme se retrouve dans 11organisation g6n6rale 
du sch£ma : c1est 11importance relative du nombre d1ouvrages 
d'une discipline, et non son importance intrins&que, qui 
ddtermine la place accordde h. celle-ci. D1 autre part, la LCC 
est le langage classificatoire dans lequel 1'effort de 
syst6matisation est le moins pouss6 : peu de niveaux 
hidrarchiques, mais de longues £num£rations de classes 
collat6rales (de meme niveau); pas de divisions communes; une 
notation sans valeur expressive au-deld. du second caract&re. II 
s1 agit ainsi plus d'une s6rie de classes regroup£es qu1une vue 
a priori du savoir humain. En contraste avec les autres 
langages classificatoires, la LCC demeure un sch£ma 
monohi6rarchique 6num6ratif. 

III. Structure. 

1. Structure g6n6rale. 

La LCC consiste en 40 volumes environ, appelds 
"Schedules" (Tables) : Library of Congress Classification 
Schedules (LCCS). Les sujets sont d6sign6s par des lettres : 
voici (page suivante) les LCCS tels qu'ils se pr^sentent 
actuellement :

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La notation de la LCC est mixte et utilise donc 
lettres et chiffres, contrairement h. la DDC qui n'utilise que 
les chiffres. 

Chaque classe principale est repr£sent£e par une 
lettre majuscule; les sous-classes, & 11exception de Z et E-F 
(les premi&res & avoir 6t€ cr6€es) par deux lettres capitales. 
Une capitale unique d6signe une classe principale, et deux 
capitales une division principale ou sous-classe. Les divisions 
et sous-divisions sont repr6sent6es par des nombres entiers en 
ordre normal. L1 attribution de ces num£ros se fait donc de 
fagon 6num6rative, non significative, alors que dans la Dewey 
Decimal Classification (DDC) ou la Classification D6cimale 
Universelle (CDU) les indices ont la meme valeur hiirarchique 
que les d£cimales qui suivent la virgule dans les nombres 
d6cimaux. 

Des nombres ddcimaux sont utilis6s pour des 
expansions ult£rieures de nombres de classes individuelles et 
des subdivisions g£ographiques. D'autre part, tous les numSros 
ne sont pas utilisis, en pr6vision de futures extensions. 
L1ordre de succession des classes de meme niveau logique est 
tantSt rationnel, tantot alphab^tique. Une caractdristique 
souvent critiqu6e est que la LCC offre peu de mn6moniques. 

II existe un abr6g6 (outline) de toutes les tables 
(LC classification outline, 1986), dont la photocopie se trouve 
en annexe (Annexe 1). 

En revanche, il n'y a pas d1 index officiel de la 
classification dans sa totalit£, ce qui est gSnant pour 
1'usager travaillant dans un domaine pluridisciplinaire. Chaque 
table (sauf sept des neuf tables de la classe P) a un index 
particulier, mais qui ne remplit pas la fonction d'un index 
g£n£ral. Ces index particuliers se r€f£rent en g6n6ral 
uniquement aux chiffres des classes des tables correspondantes, 
jamais k une autre table qui pourrait contenir un sujet voisin. 

La LCC ne connait pas de r6vision g£n£rale globale 
r£guli£re, mais des mises h. jour partielles sur tel point de 
telle classe, et seulement des r66ditions par classe, qui se 
contentent d1 int6grer les mises h. jour d£j& publi6es. 

Toutes les tables sont construites sur le m§me 
mod&le : 

- Pr6face comportant un bref historique et des commentaires 
- Synopsis : doubles lettres de la table 
- Corps principal du tableau : les tables 
- Tables auxiliaires 
- Index de la table 
- Pages suppl6mentaires Sventuelles d'addition. 

A l'int£rieur de chaque classe 6galement, on retrouve 
en g£n£ral le principe d'organisation suivant : 

- Divisions g£n6rales de forme 
- Th6orie, philosophie 
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- Histoire 
- Trait£s 
- Lois, riglements, rdgulations 
- Recherche et enseignement 
- Sujets sp^ciaux et subdivisions des sujets. 

Dans chaque sdquence, 1'ordre va du gdniral au 
sp^cifique, et 1'arrangement est chronologique le plus 
possible. 

Une autre possibilitd de regroupement des sujets se 
trouve en B (Philosophie) et P (litt£rature) : les tables sont 
ordonnSes par auteurs et oeuvres. 

2. Structures particuliferes. 

Des tables auxiliaires permettent une indexation 
fine. 

a) Divisions ggngrales de formes. 

Elles sont adapt6es aux n6cessit6s des sujets 
individuels. Elles sont incorpor£es aux tables ou ajout^es sous 
forme de tables s6par6es et donnent des subdivisions pour : 
p£riodiques, soci6t6s, encyclop^dies, dictionnaires, 
publications officielles, annuaires, etc. 

b) Subdivisions internes 

La subdivision interne History est utilis6e pour des 
subdivisions historiques pour pratiquement tous les sujets. 

Les mots "treatises", "general works" se retrouvent 
en subdivisions internes frdquemment. 

Le terme "general" est souvent utilis^ accol£ h. 
"special" = "general special", ce qui indique des traits 
g6n6raux ou complets d'un point de vue particulier. 

Le terme "study and teaching" qui correspond "07" 
dans DDC, peut apparaitre sous la forme d'un seul chiffre ou 
plusieurs. 

D1autre termes sont utilisds comme subdivisions 
internes : methodology, biography... 

c) Tables ggographiques 

II n1existe pas de divisions gSographiques communes. 
Mais des tables gSographiques se trouvent dans certaines 
classes, sous certains sujets. Elles suivent en g6n§ral le 
mod&le :

Dans chaque r6gion, 11arrangement est g6n6ralement 
alphabdtique. 

La division gdographique peut s1exprimer de trois 
fagons : 

- les nombres sont assignds h. un emplacement dans la 
notation rdguli&re 

- une s6rie de nombres est laiss6e vacante et le 
classifieur est renvoy6 h. une table spiciale ou les pays sont 
list6s. Ces nombres remplissent les vides. 

- une subdivision par pays peut etre faite par ordre 
alphab£tique. 

Ainsi la structure des tables gdographiques varie 
d'un simple arrangement d. une table plus complexe fournie par 
les tableaux. 

d) Tables chronologiques. 

De nombreuses tables chronologiques se trouvent dans 
les divisions historiques de chaque sujet. Comme les autres, 
elles sont adapt6es & un sujet et varient en structure. La 
subdivision peut se faire par dates prScises. On peut trouver 
aussi le concept de "general special". 

e) Tables de subdivision par sujet. 

Tr&s souvent, il s'agit de division par discipline. 
La subdivision peut etre en plus par pays. 

f) Autres particularitds. 

Pour £conomiser de la place, la LCC ne d6taille 
parfois pas certains indices et renvoie 1'usager & une autre 
sirie de numSros dans la table, pour qu'il applique le meme 
syst&me de division. 

Parfois Sgalement, la LCC donne des numSros 
alternatifs de classe pour les bibliothfeques qui ne veulent pas 
suivre la pratique de la biblioth&que du Congrfes. Ils sont 
indiqu6s entre parenthfeses. 
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IV. La cote. 

Une cote dans la LCC consiste en : 
* un nombre de classe 
* un nombre d1auteur 
* un ou des symboles d6crivant une oeuvre 

particuli&re et son £dition si n£cessaire. 

Le symbole auteur de la LCC est compos£ de la lettre 
initiale du nom de 1'auteur, suivi de chiffre(s) arabe(s). Ces 
chiffres sont dgcimaux et attribu£s d'une mani&re qui prkserve 
1'ordre alphabdtique des noms dans une classe. L'on proc&de 
ensuite de la m§me mani&re pour 1'oeuvre. 

Dans la simulation, nous n'avons pas attribuS de cote 
aux ouvrages - cela n'6tait pas n£cessaire pour la simulation 
de classement - mais seulement des indices. 

V. Utilisation. 

On peut d^plorer 11absence d'une 6dition moyenne de 
la LCC et d'un manuel de catalogage. Nous avons indiqud dans la 
bibliographie les ouvrages que nous avons trouv£, prisentant de 
pr&s ou de loin la LCC. Les francophones ne disposent pas d'une 
traduction des tables, mais les Presses du Coll&ge de la 
Pocati&re (Qu6bec, Canada) ont publi£ une version abr£g£e 
d'environ 2000 rubriques. 

En revanche, des produits d£riv£s de la LCC sont 
particuli&rement appr6ci6s et expliquent son succ&s : le 
service des fiches et le rSpertoire des vedettes-mati&res. 

- Le service des fiches permet aux abonn£s d'obtenir, 
prites & 1'emploi, les fiches catalographiques des nouveaux 
ouvrages avec les vedettes-mati&res, ainsi que 1'indice LC. Ce 
service publie aussi des catalogues trimestriels (par auteurs, 
par vedettes-mati&res) ainsi que des catalogues cumulatifs 
annuels, tant sous forme papier que sur microformes. 

- Le r6pertoire alphab£tique des vedettes-mati&res, 
Library of Congress Subject Headings, (LCSH), <§dite et met h. 
jour la liste des vedettes-matiferes utilis<§es dans la LC, avec 
1'indice correspondant & chaque vedette. On peut considSrer les 
LCSH en quelque sorte comme un index inverse des LCC, et les 
utiliser comme tels, en attendant la sortie d'un v^ritable 
index g6n6ral de la LCC. 

VI. La LCC h la Maison de 1'Orient. 

La nature simple de la LCC nous parait §tre un atout 
important. Cette classification est en effet g6n6ralement 
appr6ci6e dans les biblioth&ques qui 1'utilisent couramment, en 
raison de sa simplicit£ d1emploi et de son caract&re 
ergonomique. D'autre part, son utilisation est ais<§e pour le 
lecteur, la LCC est intelligible justement parce qu'elle pose 
peu de probl&mes philosophiques. 
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La LCC r6pond bien aux exigences minimales d'une 
classification documentaire : constitution de classes 
disjointes, sdquence rationnelle des classes principales, ordre 
logique h. 1' intdrieur de ces classes, notation facile h. 
m6moriser. Ce syst&me en fait meme une classification souple, 
ce qui est primordial. D'autre part, une base alphanum£rique 
est plus large qu1une base uniquement num6rique et permet ainsi 
une indexation plus fine. II est vrai que ce peut §tre 
6galement un inconv6nient, dans la mesure oti. il s'agit d'un 
alphabet latin, et que des probl&mes de traduction peuvent 
dventuellement se poser. 

La r£gularit£ des mises h. jour est un autre atout de 
la LCC. En effet, la LCC est une classification qui existe et 
qui est bien vivante. Par ailleurs, les changements apport£s h. 
certaines classes lors des mises h jour ne nScessitent pas la 
reprise de la classification. De par sa structure 6num6rative 
et sa relative stabilit£, la LCC est moins "vuln^rable aux 
changements" que les autres classifications hi£rarchiques. En 
g6n6ral la LC ne vide pas et n' annule pas des classes, on ne 
leur donne pas de nouvelles significations apr&s un certain 
temps. Les dSveloppements sont la plupart du temps des 
raffinements, c'est-^-dire addition d'indices nouveaux ou plus 
spdcifiques aux tables, souvent comme sous-classes des classes 
existantes. Une reclassification n'est donc pas n6cessaire. 
Ainsi, le cotit de maintenance est beaucoup moins £lev£ que 
celui de la DDC, par exemple, OVL des classes entiferes peuvent 
etre refondues. 

Le cofit d'utilisation de la LCC lui-m§me est 
d'ailleurs faible. En effet, les indices attribu6s par la LC 
(ou certaines biblioth&ques r£put£es) peuvent etre utilis6s 
directement. Toute modification ou troncature d'un indice est 
par ailleurs absurde et catastrophique, il n'est pas question 
de faire des "adaptations maison" de cette classification. 

Lors de la r6cup6ration de notices sur terminal OCLC, 
les indices LC peuvent etre d6charg6s 6galement. La 
reclassification 6ventuelle des fonds de la Maison de 1'Orient 
selon la LCC et le projet de saisie r6trospective avec OCLC 
doivent donc faire partie du meme programme, puisque 
mat^riellement, les deux op6rations s'effectuent dans le mime 
temps. 

L1OCLC s1int^resse aux possibilit6s d'utiliser les 
classifications comme outil d'interrogation en ligne des 
fichiers (ceci devrait d'ailleurs Stre 11occasion de crier un 
index g6n6ral de la LCC). La LCC apportera h long terme une 
potentialitS de plus aux biblioth&ques qui 1'auront utilis£e. 

La LCC enfin, est tr&s r6pandue dans le monde. Aux 
Etats-Unis la standardisation est plus souvent le fait des 
forces d'attraction socio-£conomiques que du l£gislateur. La 
LCC, congue au d6part comme un schdma sur-mesure r6serv6 h 
1'usage interne, s1est peu h peu imposde au-del^ de la 
Biblioth&que du Congr&s, parce que celle-ci dispose de cr£dits 
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importants et d'un personnel qualifi^ pour en assurer le 
fonctionnement et la maintenance. Grace h. ses nombreux atouts, 
la LC fait chaque annSe de nouveaux adeptes dans les pays 
anglophones. On peut augurer que la LCC, du fait de son 
inf luence ext^rieure, continuera h. se d£velopper, en 
particulier en France, ou plusieurs biblioth&ques 
universitaires, ayant pour consigne d'abandonner la CDU, 
commencent d. se tourner vers elle. Ceci est & prendre en 
consid6ration, si 1'on envisage 1'environnement de la Maison de 
1'Orient. En effet, de nombreux chercheurs 6trangers viennent y 
travailler chaque ann6e, et ils seront beaucoup plus nombreux 
quand ce sera le pole arcMologique de la Biblioth&que de 
France. L'utilisation d'une classification mondialement connue 
facilitera d1autant plus les 6changes et 1'utilisation de la 
biblioth&que de la Maison de 1'Orient par les Strangers. 
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APPLICATION DE LA LCC AUX FONDS DE LA MAISON DE L'ORIENT. 

I. Echantillon. 

Nous avons appliqu^ la classification de la 
Biblioth&que du Congr&s au corpus de 1494 notices dgfini par F. 
Latta dans son travail sur les macl6s, et r6utilis6 ensuite par 
V. Hachard dans sa simulation de classement avec la Dewey 
Decimal Classification. Malheureusement, il manque h. la 
Biblioth&que de 1'E.N.S.B. (seul endroit £ Lyon ou se trouvent 
les tables de la LCC) un volume de la classification : le 
volume BR-BX "Christianism". Nous n1avons pas pu nous le 
procurer et les notices qui auraient du etre index6es grace h 
ces tables n'ont pu 1'§tre. Ainsi, notre 6chantillon ne 
comporte que 1471 r£f£rences. 

Ces r6f6rences sont saisies sur un fichier Texto & la 
Maison de 1'Orient. II s'agit du fichier latfbib avec le 
document de param&tres platbi. Nous avons rajout£ un champ LC 
au document de param&tres, pour 1'indice LCC. Nous avons pu 
crier sur ce fichier quelques index, qui nous ont permis 
d'£baucher les conclusions qui suivent. 

II a 6t6 ddcid6 cette ann6e que 11 ensemble de la 
simulation ne figurerait pas dans le rapport de stage. Pour se 
faire toutefois une opinion sur les notices index£es avant 
d1 aller consulter le fichier, on peut se reporter k 1'Annexe 3 
ou se trouve 1'6chantillon de 100 notices destini au test de 
r6cup6ration de notices sur 1'OCLC. 

II. Les indices utilisgs. 

736 indices de la LCC ont 6t6 utilisds pour les 1471 
notices. Ces indices et leur signification se trouvent en 
Annexe 2. Par souci de pr6cision, nous avons pr6f6r€ ne pas les 
traduire en frangais, puisqu'il n'y a pas de traduction 
officielle de la classification. D1ailleurs, la langue ne nous 
a pas paru un obstacle insurmontable, 11anglais utilisS £tant 
relativement simple et clair. Nous avons class^ les indices 
dans 1'ordre de la classification pour une pr6figuration de 
rangement. Mais nous rappelons que les classes principales 
n'ont aucun lien hi§rarchique entre elles, elles sont 
inddpendantes les unes des autres. Elles pourraient donc se 
succSder de fagon diff§rente, si cela s'avdrait plus rationnel 
dans notre contexte. 

D'apr&s Maniez (cf. Bibliographie <11>), La LCC 
comporte environ 30000 indices. Nous en avons utilis<§ 736, 
c'est-^-dire 2,45 %. On peut se demander si cela vaut vraiment 
la peine d'investir dans une telle classification (la 
Bibliothfeque du Congr&s compte 15 million de volumes !) pour 
n'en utiliser qu'un si faible pourcentage... Ceci est h prendre 
en consid6ration, mais ne doit pas etre un argument dissuasif. 
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Ces 2,45 % seront peut-etre beaucoup plus satisfaisants que les 
40 % (ou plus) d'une autre classification !

Dans la classe N (Beaux-Arts), deux sous-classes sont 
particuli&rement bien repr6sent6es : la sous-classe NA 
(Architecture) avec 163 r£f£rences (11,08 % du total) et la 
sous-classe NK (Art appliqu£ h. 11 industrie. Ddcoration et 
ornement) avec 198 r6f6rences (13,46 % du total) 

Les classes Art, Histoire, Litt6rature, et Sciences 
Auxiliaires de 1'Histoire ont bien sflr les plus utilis£es. 

Ce tableau a servi h rSaliser 1'£chantillon des 100 
notices S. envoyer h. 1'0CLC parmi les 1471 r£f£rences. 

Quelques remarques seulement sur nos options 
d'indexation. Nous avons essay6 de suivre la classification de 
la manifere la plus pr6cise. Toutefois, lorsque nous avions le 
choix entre deux possibilitds, nous avons opt6 pour celle qui 
correspondait le plus h. 1'utilisation de la Maison de 1'Orient. 
La classe D nous a paru intiressante car elle englobe 
1'histoire 6v6nementielle bien sflr, mais aussi des notions 
comme la civilisation, les coutumes, les "antiquities" etc. 
Nous y avons index6 les rapports de fouille, la classe CC 
(Arch£ologie) englobant plutot les m£thodes de 1'arch6ologie. 
D'autre part, certains regroupements sont proposds par la 
classification elle-meme : ainsi les Inscriptions £gyptiennes 
(hi£roglyphes) ne se trouvent-elles pas en CN comme les autres, 
mais en PJ, avec la litt6rature Sgyptienne. 
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Beaucoup de sujets (presque tous) poss&dent une 
subdivislon historique, parfois tr&s d6velopp6e, qui permet une 
indexation fine, au sujet. 

Les notions gSographiques sont tr&s prdsentes aussi. 
La classe D est subdivisde par continent, puis par pays, aux 
diff£rentes 6poques de 1'histoire (s1ils ont changd). Tous les 
sujets poss&dent une subdivision "By region or country". Cette 
notion est plus d6velopp6e dans la classe H (Sciences sociales) 
et la classe P (Litt6rature). D1autre part, la subdivision 
"history" plac6e au dibut de chaque sujet tient souvent compte 
6galement des divisions g£ographiques h. chaque 6poque. Ceci est 
important pour un fonds comme celui de la Maison de 1'Orient. 

Dans le cadre du projet de regroupement des 
biblioth&ques, il est intSressant de constater comment se 
rdpartissent les collections des biblioth&ques actuelles dans 
la pr6figuration de classement avec la LCC. Pour beaucoup de 
sous-classes, les fonds de k ou 5 biblioth&ques sont 
repr£sent£s. Les plus significatives sont : CC (Arch6ologie), 
DS (Histoire Asie), DT (Histoire Afrique), GN (Anthropologie), 
N (Beaux-Arts), NA (Architecture), NK (Art appliqu^ k 
1'industrie. D6coration et ornement). 

En revanche, on ne s16tonne pas non plus de constater 
certains "bastions" : 1'Islam pour la biblioth&que arabo-
byzantine, avec 7 rdf6rences sur 8 ou 1' 6pigraphie pour la 
biblioth&que Courby avec 26 r£f£rences sur 35. 

La LCC nous semble tr&s fine pour les disciplines, et 
tr6s satisfaisante £galement pour les notions chrono-
g£ographiques.

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CONCLUSION 

II 6tait pr6vu que pendant notre stage, nous devions 
rSaliser un test de r6cup6ration de notices avec 1'OCLC. 
V6ronique Vassiliou, coordinatrice des biblioth&ques & la 
Maison de 11 Orient, a envoyS fin mai 1990 au si&ge de 1'OCLC 
Europe une demande de test. Celle-ci est rest£e sans r£ponse. 
Toutes nos tentatives de joindre le responsable de 1'OCLC en 
France ont 6chou6. La pSriode estivale du stage a peut-etre 
contribu£ aux difficultds. La rentrde universitaire pass6e, les 
chances de r§ussite seront sans doute plus nombreuses. La 
Maison de 11 Orient continuera h. demander un test &. 1' OCLC. Pour 
la constitution de 1'dchantillon de 100 notices, il avait £t£ 
demand6 h. 10 chercheurs de la Maison de 1'Orient de fournir 
chacun une liste de 10 ouvrages importants dans son champ de 
recherche. Nous n1avons pu exploiter ces listes car les 
ouvrages soit ne faisaient pas partie du fonds de la Maison de 
1'Orient, soit n'y Staient pas cataloguds sur fichier 
informatique. Nous avons donc constitu£ 11ichantillon en 
s1appuyant sur les r^sultats de notre indexation (cf. p. 12 et 
Annexe 3). 

Une adh£sion h. 1'OCLC est-elle viable ? 
II faut savoir que la base 0CLC contient 85 % de monographies 
et 6 % de pdriodiques. Elle comprend un million de notices du 
19° sifecle, 400000 ouvrages antdrieurs h 1800 dont 143000 en 
latin, dix millions d1ouvrages en anglais, un million 
d'ouvrages en allemand et 900000 ouvrages en frangais (plus que 
le rdseau frangais SIBIL). Les biblioth&ques du r6seau 
r£cup£rent 85 % des notices qu'elles recherchent. Pour qu'une 
adhSsion h 1'OCLC soit "rentable", il faut r§cup6rer au moins 
60 S. 70% de notices. C'est ce que r£v£lera le test ! 

Pour finir, il faut aborder la question du classement 
par centres d'int£ret. Effectivement, un tel classement, avec 
comme centres d' intdret des aires culturelles, s1 impose h. 
premi&re vue & la Maison de 1' Orient. C1 est le seul qui 
correspondrait vraiment au fonds. Cependant, un tel type de 
classement n' a pratiquement jamais 6t6 r6alis6 en biblioth&que 
sp6cialis6e. II n'y a que des chercheurs qui peuvent le cr6er 
pour leur propre domaine, et la recherche d'un tel classement 
repr6sente pour chaque domaine environ 1000 heures de travail 
de chercheur (<11>). En revanche, de tels classements ont 6t6 
cr66s en plus grand nombre dans des biblioth&ques de lecture 
publique pour r6pondre k la demande des lecteurs ou aider & 
r6soudre le probl&me des exclus de la lecture. Tout comme les 
classifications, les centres d'int^ret sont criticables, mais 
il est incontestable que les prets des biblioth&ques qui ont 
adopt6 un tel syst&me ont augment6, et que ces biblioth&ques 
ont un meilleur taux de rotation de leurs ouvrages. Toutefois, 
ces classements pr6sentent 1'inconv£nient de rendre plus 
difficile la recherche prdcise d'un livre, en favorisant le 
"butinage". 

La recherche et la mise en oeuvre d'un tel syst&me de 
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classement nous parait difficile h. la Maison de 1'Orient. Des 
tentatives dans ce sens risqueraient d'aboutir h retrouver le 
syst&me actuel (meme dans un autre batiment !), et F. Latta 
dans son rapport avait montr£ que c'£tait la pire des 
solutions. D'autre part, une telle solution excluerait toute 
possibilitg de travail en r6seau. La cr£ation du pole 
arch£ologique de la Biblioth&que de France h la Maison de 
1'Orient ne serait pas envisageable non plus dans cette 
hypoth&se.
